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On St. Blase’s day, February 3, many Catholic communities
offer a blessing of throats. The custom began in the 16®
centuty, although Blase is thought to have died about the
year 320.

Little is known with certainty about his life, but Blase
lived in Armenia, whete he is remembered as a bishop. To
escape the persecution of Christians under the emperor
Licinius, Blase hid in a cave. Wild animals thronged to him
because he healed their sick, according to a legend.

Eventually, the legend continues, hunters discovered
him and took him to civil authorities. On the way he res-
cued a poot woman’s pig from the mouth of a hungry wolf.
Unmoved, the anti-Christian authorities imprisoned Blase.
The grateful pig-owner brought him candles to brighten his
cell. While in jail, Blase miraculously dislodged a fishbone
from a boy’s throat. The memory of these events — the use
of candles and the healing of a throat — influenced later
devotions. Blase was tortured with the iron combs used to
card the wool of sheep. Then he was beheaded.

Blase is the patron of those with sore throats. On his day
the faithful are blessed with this prayer: “Through the inter-
cession of St. Blase, bishop and martyr, may God deliver
you from diseases of the throat and from every other illness.
In the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy
Spirit.” ‘The minister offering the prayer holds two unlit
candles in the form of an X against the bare throat of the
recipient. Anyone may invoke this blessing. If a priest or
deacon gives it, he makes the sign of the cross over the faith-
ful to conclude it.

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Seek Justice, Seek Humility

People who have had a close encounter with
death often feel like God has saved them for some
reason. They cannot explain it. They do not know
what that reason might be. Whether they were
preserved from an accident, aggressive violence,
ot a neatr-fatal illness, they believe that God has
some future purpose for them. The experience
often makes them appreciate every day. It makes
them humble.

The prophet Zephaniah spoke to people who
had had that kind of expetience. He spoke not just
to individuals who felt they had been spared. He
spoke to a people who felt that way. They had sut-
vived a war. They had endured persecution. They
had lived through exile. These people had a name
for themselves. They called themselves “the rem-
nant.” The experience deepened their faith. It
kept them humble.

When Jesus blessed “the poor in spirit” (Mt
5:3) he addressed the descendants of the people
who had escaped this danger. They formed a rem-
nant who had remained faithful after years of per-
secution and waiting. They were humble.

What calamity has your community survived?
How has God protected you? Has it made a dif-
ference in your life? Has it kept you humbler
