Rabbit’s Foot

A rabbit’s foot symbolizes good luck, but few
people take it seriously. If you carry one, it is sup-
posed to charm your life. But people who carry a
rabbit’s foot face as much misery and confusion
as everyone else does.

Maybe you catry something else. It might not
be for good luck, but as a reminder of something
or someone important to you. You may wear a
wedding ring as a sign of the primary commitment
in your life. Perhaps you put on a certain bracelet
or necklace every day because it reminds you of
some people you love. Maybe you wear a religious
medal. Or you keep something in your wallet—a
photo of the family or a saying that summarizes
your philosophy. Your cell phone says something
about your values by the ring tone you choose. So
does the wallpaper on your computer.

In little ways we keep in mind the big values on
which we center our lives.

Moses told the people, “Take these words of
mine into your heart and soul. Bind them at your
wrist as a sign, and let them be a pendant on your
forehead.” Moses had wisdom to share, and he
wanted it accessible. He wanted people to know
the commandments of God and to obey them.

Take stock of what you wear—the jewelry, the
logos, the styles—the rabbit’s foot. Are you wear-
ing the commandments of God?
